Apply when aphids begin to build up on stems
and repeat as necessary.
Spotted Alfalfa Aphid and Pea Aphid (Vic only).
Seedling lucerne and medics – treat when 1 to 2
aphids per plant are present. Established lucerne
and medics (Spring and Summer) – spray when
there are 20 to 40 aphids per stem.
TAS only – A cold weather adapted species which
may be found at most times of the year. Spraying
should be carried out when aphids begin to
increase and be repeated as necessary.
For the control of both the above lucerne and
medic pasture pests FARMALINX Piricarb WG
Aphicide at the recommended rate should be
applied in 200 to 300L of water per ha. Complete
coverage and penetration of the crop is essential.
Blue Green Aphid 
This aphid is cooler weather tolerant and will be
found at all times of the year. Spraying should be
carried out as aphids are observed.

Note: For best coverage and hence best results
with aerial application; apply when a slight
crosswind with a minimum speed of 3 km/hr is
present.

If low relative humidity conditions prevail
add Summer Spray Oil as for lupins.
Where there is concern for infection by Barley
Yellow Dwarf virus, spraying should be carried out
as soon as aphids are located in the crop.

Green Peach Aphid WA only 300 g Apply when aphids first appear. Good coverage of
the infested area is essential. Apply in 30 to
100L/ha for aerial application. Repeat as
necessary. If low relative humidity conditions
prevail add Summer Spray Oil to the mix.

FARMALINX Quiz 200 EC Herbicide is an emulsifiable 
concentrate herbicide used post emergence for the control 
of certain grass weeds in specified broadleaf crops.
FARMALINX Quiz 200 EC Herbicide is a systemic herbicide, 
which is rapidly absorbed and readily translocates from the 
treated foliage to the root system and growing points of 
the plant. Applications made to grass weeds stressed due 
to insufficient moisture or cold temperatures may result in 
unsatisfactory control.

Time of Application
For maximum benefit, weeds should be sprayed when young 
and actively growing. Application may be made at any stage 
of crop growth (except to cucurbit crops), but sufficient 
time must be allowed for the prescribed withholding period 
to expire before harvest and / or grazing or cutting for 
stockfeed.

Herbicide is compatible with the insecticides deltamethrin, 
omethoate, dimethoate, methomyl, endosulfan, the 
fungicides carbendazim and mancozeb and the herbicide 
clopyralid when using the methylated and/or ethylated seed 
crop oil adjuvant system. FARMALINX Quiz 200 EC Herbicide 
is compatible with the herbicide diflufenican when using the 

non-ionic surfactant only adjuvant system. DO NOT add crop
