EQUIPMENT

Ground Sprayers - Standard boom sprays only are recommended and must be fitted
with by-pass or mechanical agitation. It is recommended to use approximately 50 to 150
L water/ha and a droplet size of 200 to 300 microns. Do not apply with boomless jets or
misters.
